

NNSG Board of Directors’ Meeting Minutes

1. Welcome and introductions / determination of quorum:
Gerry welcomed everyone.  It was determined that a quorum to conduct business was present.

2. Public Comment / short general discussion period.
The Elko County Clean Up, Green Up and Recycle event is April 25th.  The Weed Summit is April 28-30th and the FFA is having their Annual Tree Sale.  NNSG received a Thank You note from the 4-H council for their sponsorship of the Dog Award.
3. Pod Chairs Reports: Fire, Heritage, Recreation, Sage Grouse, Science
The NNSG Sage Grouse Pod and BLM are a hosting a Texas BBQ and Comprehensive Wind Energy Impact Research Presentation and Nevada Research Proposal.
The Heritage Pod is looking into taped interviews stored at the Western Folklife Center or Northeastern Nevada Museum, which still need to be transcribed.
4. Soil and Water Enhancement Action Team Report

Doug reported the BLM is having a tree-planting on May 2nd and will email out an announcement.  There are 300 small trees to be put in on Sherman Creek north of Osino.  June 6th is National Trails Day at Soldier Canyon.  Doug made the MOTION to donate $100 for food expenses for National Trails Day, seconded by Leta. Motion Carried.  Friends of the Forest Day is tentatively scheduled for June 27th.  Doug will get with Brett Glover to determine logistics for release points.  Teven will call the Supplier and create a presentation for the Mule Deer Foundation Annual Meeting.  Gerry will contact Ed Sarmon, the Conservation Districts, and the local 4-H clubs.
5. Executive Directors Report

Teven completed the March Board of Director’s meeting minutes.  She made an advertisement for the Elko Daily Free Press calling for board members and announcing our Annual Meeting.  She worked with Doug to write up a summary of an Energy Summit for our partnership in a grant with the Western Folklife Center.  She filed in the office and sent out several emails to our mailing list for informational purposes and different meetings.
6. Review and approval of minutes of the March 5th  Board Meeting
The MOTION was made by Delynn to accept the minutes as read; seconded by Doug. Motion Carried.
7. Status of Question 1 grant - Tuscarora Watershed/PMU Assessment
The grant is not yet closed out, there are still some missing approvals/signatures, but it is very close.  There was an all agency meeting at the Star Hotel on March 17th, and the feedback was the need for weed control and brush management projects in the Tuscarora Watershed.
8. Question 1 Grant:  “North Fork Watershed” Funding Agreement
NNSG received the official letter of funding from State Lands.  Now NNSG needs to submit a Request for Proposals to the State for approval.

9. Treasurer’s Report: Discussion and Approval
There is $42,641.27 dollars in the bank and operating funds make up $1930.82 of that total.  Doug made the MOTION to accept the Treasurer’s Report after it is balanced, seconded by Leta. Motion Carried. 

10. Status of and Discussion of our membership drive

Delynn has deposited all dues and Teven has sent out tax contribution forms. 

11. Two-Year Work Plan

Delynn made the motion to accept the 2009-10 two year work plans, seconded by Leta.  Motion Carried.
12. 2009 Annual Meeting plans, and budget
The RSVP list for the meeting is getting longer.  The location and meal is verified.  There are auction items still needed to collect.  The advertisement has been in the paper.
13. NFF CAP report to the National Forest Foundation
NNSG has not received a response whether the final report for the grant has been accepted and the grant has been closed.
14. Grant Applications: 
The National Forest Foundation has approved our request for their Matching Awards Program along with the Jiggs, Lamoille and Starr Conservation Districts for Biological Control of leafy spurge and thistle.  The Mule Deer Foundation has also approved our request for $1200 for the Biological Control project.  The tentative date is June 27th, we will know more after scheduling with the insect distributor.
15. Lamoille to Secret Trail activities & status of Barrick Goldstrike Grant
The grant has been closed out with a payment of $5400 to Wendell Stam.  NNSG would like to have a General Membership Meeting on the project with Sue Kennedy at the Northeastern Nevada Museum sponsored by the NNSG Recreation Pod.  Gerry will email Sue to find out her availability.
16. Discussion of Energy Workshop Participation with WFC & GBC
Doug and Teven worked on a proposal for an energy summit to fit one of their grant requirements.
17. Creeks and Communities  PFC Workshop
The workshop will be June 1st – 5th with the Forest Service. 
18. Discussion of “Future Industrial Needs” Presentation

The May 15th presentation will look at how to implement alternative uses for old mine buildings and other resources. 
19. Discussion about writing a letter of support for cloud seeding program
Mike Reirdon has requested a letter of support so his budget for cloud seeding has less chance of getting cut.  Leta made the motion to table this item until the next meeting pending information on the program to be sent out electronically.
20. Approval of Bills accrued by the corporation since the last meeting.
Bills accrued were $500 for Teven Perkins' Executive Director’s salary and ????  Gerry asked for approval in advance to pay bills associated with the Annual Meeting. Mary made the MOTION to pay the bills, seconded by Leta. Motion Carried.
21. President’s Report:
Gerry thanked all of the Board Members for their hard work and dedication over this three year term.  He presented them all with copies of as a token of his gratitude.
22. Nomination/appointment of Vice President / Board Members 
There were no nominations at the meeting, however, Leta reported that she has made several contacts interested and has invited them to our 10th Annual Meeting on April 14th.
